Social Development Manager

Green Valley Infinity has employed a Social Development Manager who works closely with widows and farmers who are isolated and with those female farmers who have formed women’s groups. Our SDM brings a new vision, renewed hope and opens the doors to a new beginning and restores the faith in themselves and their community.

Before receiving any livestock or training, the SDM assesses the needs and capabilities of each farmer to identify if they are able to receive training in Sustainable Organic Farming Systems (SOFS) and livestock management. It is the role of the SDM to enrol each farmer (includes, widows and poor families) onto a course that is suitable and applicable.

Working with people of any culture, race, gender or religion

The major aim of the project is to work with people of any culture, race, gender or religion, who are willing to become active and responsible partners promoting sustainable organic farming systems. To intensify agricultural production, encourage environmentally friendly land use and livestock development as tools to reduce rural poverty and malnutrition. Creating marketing and income possibilities, improving the health of not only beneficiaries, but also local communities because of the knock on effect.







Community Based Organisations

The organisation is working with communities and local CBOs (Community Based Organisations) and there has been a welcome offer from many farmers within the local community and CBOs desiring to work with Green Valley Infinity in its efforts to promote sustainable rural development. 

Step-by-step approach 

The charity is taking a step-by-step approach that will lead to an establishment of an effective highly efficient organisation focussing on the agricultural needs of the African farming community. Recent research has shown that 95% of dairy farmers and other agricultural based workers interviewed, said they would like to be considered for learning new organic agricultural techniques. It is generally considered that a demonstration farm is the most effective method of teaching farmers new organic agricultural systems.

Restoring dignity, pride, hope, and a brighter future 

Widows, Farmers, families and orphans, all suffer as a direct result of poverty. It effects every aspect of their lives and hunger and malnutrition have diverse effects upon their health. Poverty closes the door education, takes away self-confidence and self-esteem and brings disharmony among the family members struggling with this scourge. On our programme we begin to restore this loss and rebuild peoples self confidence and determination to take up a new challenge with renewed vigour to beat poverty. We are making a lasting difference and provide opportunities to those in poverty to access education and train and learn new skills in a secure friendly environment. At Green Valley Infinity we are determined to restore dignity, pride, hope, and a future where our recipients are benefiting greatly from our programme and return to their homes to run successful lives and leave poverty behind and work in much stronger thriving rural communities.


Our Positive Impact

Working together we can make progress towards eliminating poverty for good. We can make a difference and have a positive impact upon the lives of the poor people we work with and lift them out of poverty permanently. Farmers, Families, Widows and Orphans

In Uganda 92% of the poor live in rural areas and they face poverty on a daily basis and work hard toiling the land that produces very little. Many Ugandan families have the land but lack the knowledge, the means or indeed the motivation to get the best production yields from it. In rural areas of Uganda 85% rely on the land to make a living and feed their families, but the vast majority have no knowledge  of farm management or livestock care. These poverty stricken farmers, families, widows and orphans lack any motivation or hope and many fall into despair with no hope or vision for change.

Yet the very means to end rural poverty has always been under the feet of poor farmers, since the SOIL has the potential to nourish and feed farmers and poor families and their animals. GVI will teach how external input farming systems (EIFS) can help to produce stable and sustainable crop yields, conserve water and enrich their fields, providing food for their children and their community, enabling them to earn a decent income, send their children to school and expand their business.



Creating marketing and new income 

By implementing Sustainable Organic Farming Systems (SOFS) through demonstration, research, development and active participation of small-scale farmers, they will increase crop production, improve soil conservation and help alleviate poverty in the rural areas of Uganda and meet the agricultural needs of the African farming community, by creating marketing and income possibilities, improving the health of not only beneficiaries, but also local communities because of the knock on effect.

Green Valley Infinity intends to use its farm as a living classroom where farmers will be taught the principles and practices of organic horticulture and agriculture. The trained women farmers will be able to tackle the everyday activities on their own farms, and train other farmers in the farmer-to-farmer extension. The training will be followed up by back up outreach support in the beneficiaries’ farms by the Social Development Manager.
Making a decent living

A different future is now available for poor farmers, widows and families and for the next generation. With greater improvements in farm management, soil fertility, livestock management and the sale of increased produce. Farmers can invest in their children’s education, hygiene, provide increased nutrition and in farm equipment. With the help of all our supporters, we can give all our beneficiaries self sustainability and hope for a better future, running an agricultural business that provides produce and milk for their communities.

Marketing Co-operatives 

Green Valley Infinity intends to establish secure marketing co-operatives thus making available the harvested crops to local markets, hotels, embassies, prisons, hospitals to name a few. By operating in this way, the urban population will have access to the organically grown products. All sectors of the community will benefit from improved quality and quantity of products produced locally, free of any toxic chemicals that are harmful to the consumer and to their environment. Health, hygiene and nutrition will be part of the training course at the centre and will help farmers establish a pattern for a better way of life. 

Sustainable Businesses

By providing organically grown crops and dairy products from their livestock, families have a more reliable food source that provides the required vitamins and minerals to combat against malnutrition. By applying the techniques taught at the Agricultural Centre of Excellence, e.g. composting, crop rotation, agro-forestry and the use of natural pesticides. The income from sale of quality products and livestock products can go towards sending a child to school, purchase of household commodities, clothing, doctors fees, and investment into other income generating enterprises such as raising chickens, goats turkeys and pigs, to name but a few.

Families living in harmony

The improved economy of many households means that many will be able to afford to send their children to school and pay for medical treatment. Many women will be able to purchase household accessories once unaffordable. With increased incomes means parents can invest in their children, in their homes and in their businesses and the economy benefits as a whole, and the next generation are destined to have a much brighter future. Gone are the sleepless nights, the hunger, the embarrassment, but most important of all is the elimination of their poverty.

Vulnerable Supporters and Vulnerable Circumstances

We have trained all our staff to be sensitive to any signs that indicate that an individual supporter is in a vulnerable circumstance and may need assistance and support to make an informed decision and take the appropriate steps.

What are the signs?

Stress and anxiety
Influence of alcohol  or drugs
English not being the first language
Confusion

What are ‘Vulnerable Circumstances’ ?

Learning difficulties
Disability
Physical and mental conditions
Financial hardship - (A donor may be in a financial vulnerable position, where any gift donated may ‘impact their own circumstances, leaving them with insufficient funds to care for themselves.)
Death of a loved one (e.g., bereavement)

These are the vulnerable circumstances where Green Valley Infinity will NOT accept a donation.

Green Valley Infinity will aways work within the guidelines of the Mental Health Act. If any supporter demonstrates any of the above vulnerabilities or is unable to demonstrate any of the capacities listed below, or are deemed unable to make any informed decision, we will NEVER accept the donation:

Communicate his/her decision (orally or via sign language)
Understand any information relevant to the decision
Retain any information provided
Use or weigh up information as part of the process of making a decision

Third party contact

We follow the Institute of Fundraising guidelines that state: 

If a third party contacts the charity e.g. a family member of the donor, the charity must be satisfied that the third party making the request is entitled to act on behalf of the individual. It is the third party’s responsibility to provide evidence of this entitlement. This might be a written authority on behalf of the donor, or might be a more general power of attorney for the third party to administer the donor’s affairs. In some cases a formal power of attorney may not be in place and the charity may instead have to rely on a written authority on behalf of the donor.

If the supporter is suffering ill health or does not have the capacity to notify us of changes to their contact details, donations etc. we may, if appropriate, act on requests by the family member. But we will always confirm our action in writing to the supporter directly in case they did not wish the family member to act on their behalf.

Suspecting Vulnerable Circumstances

Our Supporter Care team are trained to detect these circumstances, where any supporter who is unable to make an informed decision when making a donation, and take the appropriate steps that include:

Ask if they need more time to consider the donation or
Ask if thy would like to talk with anybody else (family, friends) before making a decision
Check and confirm that they are able to and really want to make a donation
Where a supporter is in financial difficulty, suggest an alternative, i.e. supporting our work through Voluntary Group fundraising without placing them in financial hardship, i.e. becoming an ambassador and giving presentations to groups
Update our database  - informing other members of the team who may talk with the same supporter on a different occasion
Send no further fundraising appeals but keep the supporter updated about our work if required.
Where the supporter persists on making a donation by post or by other means, we will accept the donation but respond by offering a full refund in case of error and continue monitoring the situation for future donations
